Harlem is in the Hi Line on US 2 and is a yoked parish combining both the Methodist
and Presbyterian congregations. They alternate worship between the two church buildings. Harlem is a
part of the Hi-Line/Missouri River Cluster.

Their Pastor, Jack Mattingly serves the yoked parish in Harlem and the Methodist congregation in Chinook
as well as serving the Chinook Presbyterian congregation as their interim pastor. This congregation
reaches out near and far, they support their local food pantry, Intermountain and this spring they
partnered with the Presbyterian Disaster Assistance to help people who were affected by the flooding in
their area. Jim Murch serves as their Clerk of Session.

Additionally, our prayers go out to those in the Boston area whose homes suffered gas explosions or fires
last week, and certainly to those near and afar that are suffering from hurricane damage in the eastern
US, Hawaii, the Philippines, and China.
